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A student must complete a minimum of 22 credits of formal program (including
required and elective subjects) and 8 credits of graduate research, submit a
master’s thesis and make an oral presentation of thesis to earn the Master’s
degree.
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A Master’s degree candidate becomes eligible to take the examination of Medical
Physicist by completing 28 credits of required subjects and more than 6 credits of
recommended subjects in the Medical Physicist program.
