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CR studies try to identify the strategies and trains of experienced occupational
therapists when they decide and carry out treatment.

Less experienced therapists had a more limited view of how treatment would
affect patient daily functioning.

CR studies should help educators to prepare OT students for fieldwork
assignment when they work with patients.

Experienced therapists used both logical clinical deductions and intuitive
strategies in order to see the patient as a whole.
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
